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Abstract

A jury trial is a democratic process, that allows citizens to participate in the administration of justice. A jury's
verdict is a reflection of public opinion, because juries have the right to refuse to apply the law when it conflicts
with public morals. The right of a jury to refuse to apply the law and base its verdict on morality and justice is

called nullification.

The history of the origin and development of the jury will be discussed in the framework of the work. An
important part is devoted to the development of the Jury Institute in Georgia, from its earliest beginnings to
the present day. Also, with this work, the reader will have the opportunity to evaluate the importance of the
jury trial as a democratic process. Learn more about nullification and its types. This is a rather contradictory
term, which includes both unjust and just verdicts.

will help the reader to better define the power of nullification as a matter of law.

The purpose of the study is to determine the factors causing nullification and ways to eliminate them, which
will ultimately reduce the number of unjust verdicts as much as possible. It is for this purpose that the
importance of the judge's explanations, the need for the correct selection of jurors and the mechanisms for

reducing the influence of the media are discussed, using the example of other countries, including Georgia.
