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Abstract

The present master’s thesis serves to study the goals of penalty and to compare it with re-
socialization, as the main goal of the penalty for the system of justice of Georgia. Sentence is a
compulsory respond about the criminal action by the government. Despite of compulsory
nature, the main goal of the sentence is not to punish or to revenge on offender. The sentence
serves to create better person from the convicted person. The main reason of this study is to
demonstrate the meaning of the re-socialization and to analyze the main problems about
realization of this subject.

As the standards of the criminal law were changing, so were the purposes and types of
sentence. They became more loyal and liberal, to defend the interest of the both sides- same
amount for victim and for offender. Despite of criminal action, they must not be abandoned
from the society.

There three main goal of the sentence in Georgian criminal law. According to the article 39
of Georgian Criminal Code. Those are: to restore justice, prevent repeated commission of a
crime and re-socialize the offender. The sentence does not stands for physically punish, torture
offender or humiliate their dignity. The following thesis is about to find out how effective is
the Georgian justice system with regards of re-socialization purpose by using different methods
of research.

The following research revealed the collapse of the Criminal Law system. On the one hand,
Georgian laws are harmonized with the Furopean standards, but on the other hand the reality
shows, that the penitentiary institutions can not provide the re-socialization of the offender.
There are still many cases when the offender creates new crime, or the society does not accept

them back in their life.
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
