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Abstract

The paper presents a study on the resocialization-rehabilitation of juveniles in conflict with
the law, as an institution that guarantees their best interest. Within the framework of the
work, the progress of the resocialization-rehabilitation program of minors in the Georgian
legal space within the framework of implementation of diversion-mediation, custodial and
non-custodial sentences is discussed. The study examines the formation of juvenile justice in
the Georgian legal reality in terms of resocialization-rehabilitation, identifies practical gaps in
the resocialization-rehabilitation process, and evaluates the extent to which the current

programs serve to protect the best interests of minors.

The purpose of the analysis and processing of the issues discussed in the research is to review
the resocialization-rehabilitation programs of minors in Georgia, to highlight their legal and
practical shortcomings, to determine the ways to solve them, and to assess the extent to which
the right to protect the best interests of minors in conflict with the law is ensured within the
framework of resocialization-rehabilitation. For this, both comparative legal and problem-

based doctrinal research methods will be used in the research.

The paper highlighted the problems surrounding the main issue, such as: lack of services for
beneficiaries, shortage of human resources, need for specialization and retraining of personnel,
pattern of resocialization-rehabilitation programs and lack of social criteria, lack of unified
action plan for resocialization-rehabilitation of minors in the state and weakness of inter-
agency cooperation . The existence of problems in the process is confirmed by the studies
conducted by the international organizations, authorized state structures and non-
governmental organizations discussed in the paper, and published reports, in which, based on
facts, the existing problems are openly discussed. In the future, considering the reports,

recommendations and international standards presented in the paper will allow, based on the



results of the research, to formulate an action plan to eliminate the problems surrounding the

issue.
