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Abstract

The Scientific paper reviews the problem of expungement of the conviction during the
combination of crimes, how it is regulated at the level of the mentioned legislation and what
practice the court system has established to solve this problem. The aim of the work is to show
the shortcomings that exist in the legislation and practice in terms of dispelling the conviction
in the case of a combination of crimes. The paper reviews and analyzes several court decisions,
which really showed us the problem, its essence, and the inconsistent judicial practice. As we
know and I have discussed in the paper, the law does not regulate how the conviction is
expunged during a combination of crimes and accordingly, a different rule for annulment of

the conviction applies to the punishment absorbed during the combination of crimes.

Based on judicial practice, it was established that when applying the rule of absorption in the
case of a combination of crimes, the counting of the term of the conviction of the absorbed
sentence begins after the person has served a heavier sentence. On the other hand, it is more
fair and legal that the time limit for annulment of the conviction of the sentence absorbed
during the combination of crimes starts from the moment when the judge used the principle
of absorption and this judgment entered into legal force. Also, after the sentence has been
served, the time limit for overturning the conviction should be run individually and

independently for each article.
