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Abstract

In terms of the development of justice and trust, it is important to examine the effectiveness of
legal regulations and the underlying norms that form the foundation of the criminal process.
Since, in addition to normative regulation, the practice of both domestic and international level
courts is quite important for the regulation of certain issues, it is necessary that there are
circumstances that in each specific case will give an answer to the actions and decisions of both

the court and the parties involved in the process.

The present paper is precisely concerned with the assessment and analysis of such relevant
issues as the compliance of the evidence obtained against the will of the accused with the law,
their admissibility and nature as evidence, which should subsequently be used as a basis for the
verdict. The main purpose of the paper is to highlight the circumstances that are directed at the
defendant during coercive measures and aimed at obtaining specific information, items,
substances or any other subject/object against him. In addition, the paper attempts to answer at
what moment and in what dose it is possible to interfere with a person's rights, when a specific
person has the obligation to tolerate the abovementioned interference from the investigating

authorities.

The research issue holds significant importance as it aims to determine whether the mentioned
circumstances align with the principles of legality and justice, particularly in cases where
coercion and infringement upon the rights of the accused can influence their conviction.
Additionally, the paper seeks to address the ambiguous practices and definitions surrounding
this matter, both at the domestic level and within the framework of the International Court of

Human Rights.

As a result of the research, it was shown that in the presence of the relevant grounds, the
accused person is obliged to tolerate the intervention of the state within the framework of the
criminal legal process, despite the opposition of his will. In addition, the circumstances of the
normative records were reflected, which should be interpreted in a different way and when
carrying out a specific action, when it comes to the evidence obtained against the will of the
accused, it is necessary to determine its purpose and the circumstances of its implementation, so

that a specific type of intervention does not turn into an illegal procedural action.

The research, depending on it’s goals, is based not only on different types of literature or
articles, but also on the practice of the domestic and European Court of Rights, because the

evaluations and high practices of the courts, specifically the European Court, are the source of
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science. that in response to and as a guarantee of the search legal or illegal action of the issuing
authority. It has ratified the European Convention on Human Rights, so it, in turn, has a place

in the country's legislative bloc.
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
