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Abstract

Developmental Language Disorder (DLD) is a neurodevelopmental condition characterized by
difficulties in speaking and understanding the native language. The exact cause of this disorder is
unknown. DLD was previously referred to as Specific Language Impairment (SLI). It is estimated that
DLD affects approximately 7% of the population, with two students in every classroom (out of 30
students) being affected (Norbury et al., 2016). DLD is as common as Attention Deficit Hyperactivity
Disorder (ADHD) and more prevalent than Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD). However, teachers may
lack sufficient knowledge about the characteristics and effects of DLD, hindering their ability to
effectively engage these students in the teaching and learning process. Due to the complexity of
DLD and its subtle manifestations, it can be challenging to distinguish it from other common
disabilities without adequate knowledge of its characteristics and educational impact. The purpose
of this research is to assess the depth of teachers' knowledge about DLD and explore their

perspectives on students with learning disabilities.



In the 21st century, education is of paramount importance, and inclusive education is a priority. It is
crucial for teachers to understand children with language development disruptions. This research is
the first study in Georgia that investigates Georgian teachers' views on DLD through online
research. Most teachers are unfamiliar with this term. They report difficulties in syntax,
morphology, vocabulary, pragmatics, as well as in building relationships and managing behavior and
emotions. The biggest challenge for teachers when working with children who have DLD is
collaborating with specialists. Teachers acknowledge their weaknesses and express difficulty in

recognizing and supporting DLD children. They desire collaboration with specialists.
