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1.3. Abstract

Georgia has experienced several armed conflicts within last three decades, that has been
traumatizing for a society. This impact is kept through illegal borderization and continuous
violence along these division lines. Parallel to that a peacebuilding process is being conducted.
The research has aimed to explore the awareness of peacebuilding practitioners on
psychological trauma caused by the conflicts.

There was phenomenological research conducted and in-depth interviews carried out with 8
practitioners, who live and work in the field in Thbilisi.

The research has shown that the practitioners have a sound knowledge on long-lasting
traumatic impact of armed conflicts on population. They describe variety of symptoms of it
with trauma survivors. The practitioners confirm that it’s important to consider trauma in
peacebuilding process to make it meaningful, effective and sustainable. Though they can’t
name many ways how trauma can be integrated in peacebuilding as they are not qualified in
trauma work

We argue that it’s important that further researches are conducted related to this topic and
interdisciplinary approaches get developed by practitioners and trauma workers. This should
support trauma to be better integrated in peacebuilding, which will improve quality of

peacebuilding and sustainability.
