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Abstract

The aim of the research is to find out the types of the sentences in 3-4 years old child’s speech
according to modality and structure. The paper reviews the language and its characteristics,
morphological development of child’s speech according to the study age. Within this research
two 3-4 years old children’s narratives were analyzed. The narratives were made with 2-3-4
months intervals based on one-hour videos recorded in natural environment. The research is
descriptive and there are also given the frequency and percentage of types of sentences.
According to the result the speech of children of this age mainly consists of declarative
sentence and then interrogative, imperative and exclamative sentence. Simple type of
sentences takes an important place in declarative sentences. The number of compound and
complex sentences increases with age. After the simple sentence the most frequent sentence

was the complex and then the combined sentence.
