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Abstract

Aim of the given Master thesis is to reveal grammar (morpho-syntactical) mistakes by non-
Georgian speakers while having practice, on the one hand and develop different kind of
exercises and recommendations based on analysis that will help a language learner to overcome

problems with grammar while studying Georgian as a second language, on the other.

Research part is based on electronic material for the subjects: Georgian Language B1 and
Georgian Language B2 uploaded by Georgian language learner students within the scope of
the program Georgian as a second language and integration for 2020-2021 academic year on
the e-learning platform. Student papers from four groups were selected for the research during

the semester.

The research material was classified according to the grammatical categories of the verb
gender, the data was processed in an MS Excel file. Based on the quantitative analysis, the
same type of morphosyntactic errors made at Bl and B2 levels were compared, which
allowed us to determine to what extent the morphosyntactic problem of the verb is

overcome in the teaching process at a higher level of teaching the Georgian language.

Descriptive and typological approaches were used in qualitative research. The
morphosyntactic errors which were made by learners of Georgian as a second language, and
are related to the multiplicity of the verb and the understanding of the rotation of the main

actants in the verb construction, were analyzed linguistically.

The work has practical value; Based on the analysis, recommendations were developed that
will provide some help to teachers and students in the process of teaching Georgian as a
second language. Although grammar is a means of communication language teaching and not
a goal, due to the complex morphological nature of the Georgian language, which is reflected
in the structure and construction of the verb, it is recommended that the learner of Georgian
be gradually provided with the rules of logical grammar based on the morphosyntactic

system and the corresponding tables.
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
