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Abstract

The present Action research is a report on "Strengthening of tutoring and educational activities
at the 98+ public school of Tbilisi." The research aims to reveal the challenges related to
tutoring activities and find ways to eliminate them by strengthening the tutoring council and

creating a tutor guide.

The action research was conducted at the 98- public school in the city of Tbilisi. During the
diagnostic stage, the research team analyzed school documentation, and interviewed the
director and tutors, and a focus group was held with students and parents. Questionnaires were
prepared in advance for interviews and focus groups. Due to the school's bilingual nature, the
questionnaires were translated into Russian, and both versions were used during the diagnosis

stage.

Based on the results of the action research, the following three interventions were planned to
strengthen tutoring activities at the 98+ public school in Tbilisi. These interventions are the
creation of regulations for the tutoring council, the development of a recommendation guide
for tutors, and the implementation of tutoring hours in class VII. All stages of the action
research and the development of interventions were conducted with active involvement and

cooperation from the school community.

We believe that the regulations for the tutoring council, created through collaborative work,
will help the school strengthen the activities of the unifying body of tutors with an innovative
approach. The guide created for tutors will serve as a valuable resource for conducting tutoring
hours, promoting personal and moral development, and expanding the pool of tutoring
resources. These documents will enhance the practicality and effectiveness of the school's

efforts to overcome challenges related to educational activities.
