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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to evaluate the effectiveness of resocialization processes for minors in
Georgian penitentiary institutions by examining international and local legislations, as well as
observing local practices. In the context of humane justice, it is crucial to prioritize the best
interests of minor prisoners. The imprisonment of juveniles should serve the purposes of
resocialization and the prevention of repeat offenses, otherwise, the use of the most severe

punishment is unjustified.

In this research, a comparative analysis method is employed to evaluate local and international
laws. All significant international documents regulating the rights of minors in the justice process
are reviewed and compared with national legislation. This approach allows the author to
determine the extent to which Georgian legislation complies with key international standards.
Additionally, the study employs a practice study technique, specifically examining the
resocialization processes of minors in Georgian penitentiary institutions from 2020 to 2024. The
aforementioned methodology enabled the author to evaluate the effectiveness of resocialization
processes conducted in the previous years and to address the central research question regarding
its efficacy. The research also incorporates a descriptive/review method, wherein the author
highlights the importance of resocialization processes for juvenile convicts based on an extensive
review of various literature. Furthermore, the author uses an evaluation method to assess the
effectiveness of national legislation and state-developed resocialization programs through the

analysis of statistical data. The paper also references the works and studies of other authors.

The statistics, literature, and reports utilized in this paper indicate that national legislation largely
aligns with international standards and aims to achieve the purposes of punishment and
resocialization. However, the practical implementation is not as successful. The research
identified several gaps and issues in the resocialization processes, and many measures were

evaluated as largely ineffective.
