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Abstract

The issue of fighting for minority rights has a long history and challenges in the field of
strengthening human rights. In a democratic state, all people, including members of sexual
minority groups, have basic rights and should be able to exercise these rights without any
discrimination. In the process of modern democratic construction, Georgia is still unable to
integrate and protect sexual minorities, which is a very significant issue for the internal
consolidation of the country and the image of its international reputation. At the same time, in
the last decade, the activation of far-right groups has become more and more noticeable. With
the motive and aegis of protecting traditions, nationality and "family sanctity", these groups often
resort to organizing violent actions, spreading threatening and intimidating statements with the
help of social networks, therefore they influence the agenda of LGBTQ+ organizations in Georgia
to protect and strengthen the members of the LGBTQ+ community. to enjoy constitutionally

guaranteed rights in public space, such as freedom of expression and the right to equality.

The present paper is about the description of the obstacles established by the ultra-right groups
in the enjoyment of the right of "assembly and demonstrations" protected by the law of LGBTQ+
organizations and communities in Georgia and the cases implemented in practice. The paper
analyzes the emergence, strengthening, evolution and development of far-right groups, taking
into account important events and changes. The paper critically evaluates the events that took

place in Tbilisi in 2021 and 2023 organized by ultra-right groups.

This master's thesis combines the chronology and historical context of protests against LGBTQ+
organizations, the demands of the community agenda, the need for protection, legal analysis and
recommendations in the area of LGBTQ+ rights protection. Nowadays, in the background of sharp
confrontation between LGBTQ+ activists and ultra-right groups, the issue is very relevant and

important, which uniquely represents a kind of challenge for Georgia's democracy.

With the help of the description of the protection of rights by LGBTQ+ organizations, the increase
of visibility in public space, and the historical-legal analysis, it will be shown since when far-right
groups appeared in the modern Georgian real space, what challenges faced LGBTQ+ organizations
and when public space was most accessible to them, what approaches are needed To be
implemented by the state for the peaceful coexistence and healing of two different and sharply

opposed forces.
