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ABSTRACT

In this master's thesis, opportunities for education in penitentiary institutions, challenges and

problems are discussed.

The issue of higher education as a new opportunity for the offender is always relevant, both
for the correction and future planning of the convict himself, and for the society, who wants
live in a peaceful and safe environment. Various scientific literatures are reviewed for the

study of the issue.

The paper explains the importance of higher education for the successful resocialization of
convicts, and in order to present the issue of granting higher education as a basic right, the
right to free development of the individual and education in general and their intersection

with the higher education of convicts are explained in detail.

As a result of the conducted studies, it was established that higher education for convicts is
focused not only on professional advancement, but also on their personal development,

reduces recidivism and promotes the economic sustainability of convicts after release.

In order to highlight the importance of the higher education of convicts, the paper reviews
the role of the government itself and the obligation that gives it the responsibility to ensure

the right to higher education to the convicts in the penitentiary institution.

Special importance is given to the legislation related to the higher education of convicts, their
analysis and presentation of problematic issues. On the one hand, the mentioned shortcomings
arise both from the law and from practical activities. In this regard, the information provided
by the Special Penitentiary Service on the state of receiving higher education of convicts is

reviewed.

In order to grant the convicts the right to higher education, the international standards are
discussed and the practical analysis of several countries is presented, which in general

establishes the guidelines to be implemented for each country.

Apart from the international standards, the Public Defender's reports are interesting, which

create a general picture of the situation in the penitentiary institution over the years, in



relation to higher education. In particular, is the situation changing for the better in terms of

providing higher education.

The aim of the paper is to show the effectiveness of education in general and higher education
in particular on the resocialization of convicts and prevention of new crimes, to show its
positive results on the state policy and on the other hand to show the gaps in legislation and

practice.

At the end of the presented master's thesis, recommendations are offered, which are focused

on the elimination of existing problems and the correction of practice.

According to the research conducted in relation to the research question, the following
conclusion can be made: in the penitentiary institution, where convicts have limited rights, it
is important to give the right to education, the purpose of which is resocialization of the
convict, economic stability of the convict and reduction of recidivism. Although the provision
of education for convicts is associated with certain costs, its results carry positive potential and

are focused on larger-scale results.
