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Abstract

The main goal of this work is to identify the main factors that prevent people with disabilities
from realizing their right to education, namely at the preschool and general education levels.
Accordingly, the main task of the paper is to study and identify the main barriers/challenges
that hinder the quality of access to education of persons with disabilities in public preschool

and general educational institutions.

The paper discusses such basic documents, on the basis of which fundamental changes were
made in terms of realization of the fundamental rights of persons with disabilities, including

access to the right to education, both at the level of national and international legislation.

For the general analysis of the issue, the paper presents an explanation of the medical and social
model of assessment of disabled people, its main features. The analysis of the mentioned models
is important from the point of view of revealing the existing gap between the medical model of
assessment in Georgia and the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, which

clearly indicates the failure of the obligation assumed by the state.

The paper presents several studies regarding the fulfillment of obligations under the
Convention on Persons with Disabilities, as well as an evaluation analysis of the Public

Defender regarding the changes made since the ratification of the Convention.

The next part of the work is devoted to the case analysis of European countries. Those
successful European countries that establish a social model of assessment are discussed -
Sweden, Poland, as well as developing countries of the medical model, on the example of
Georgia and Croatia. The present country analysis also includes approaches in the field of
education. Accordingly, in the mentioned part, a comparative method is used, on the basis of

which the mentioned countries are compared to each other.

The research part of the paper is devoted to the quantitative analysis of the information
provided by different agencies of Georgia in order to create a statistical picture of disabled
people. Also, in the research part, a qualitative research method is used - in particular, an in-

depth interview with the heads of the union of nurseries of the administrative centers of almost
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all corners of Georgia. Also, in the section of general education, the information provided by
the "Ministry of Education, Science and Youth" about the inclusion and adaptation of disabled
people is analyzed in detail. In-depth interviews were also conducted with resource centers of

several municipalities.

The final part includes a summary and analysis of the issues presented in the paper, based on

which recommendations are presented.
