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Abstract

Article 29 of the Law of Georgia on "Public Registry" establishes the procedure for
appealing the decision made by the National Public Registry Agency, which is vague and
shows a non-uniform approach. The present study is dedicated to understanding the structure
of the National Public Registry Agency, the decisions it makes and the analysis of the appeal

mechanism.

Public Registry National Agency is a body implementing public-legal powers, which
unites seven important registries of the country. In the present study, attention is focused on
the structure and functions of the public registry, which highlights the decisions made by it
and which administrative act it belongs to. In order to investigate all this, the research
examines the essence of administrative law and the institution of administrative complaint.
Also, the research paper of the mentioned institution discusses the decisions of the Supreme
Court, where the court makes clarifications on the necessity of impartiality and objectivity of

the administrative complaint review body.

The research also discusses the ways of appealing to the public register and the appeals
review body, thereby highlighting the two mutually incompatible functions of the appeals
review body. In the present study, it is justified why the appeal mechanism of the public

register does not comply with the principles of law and what it should actually be.
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
