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Abstract

This master's thesis addresses the significant issues within juvenile justice, specifically focusing
on the diversion of minors as a means to exempt them from criminal liability, examining both
theoretical aspects and practical applications. The study's relevance lies in the nature of minors

themselves and their development as future citizens crucial to the state.

The diversion program was initiated in Georgia in 2010, offering minors a second chance
following criminal offenses. Participants in the diversion program can avoid criminal liability by
meeting specific conditions, thereby promoting their rehabilitation and social integration. This
approach is not unique to Georgia but is implemented widely in leading countries, adhering to
internationally recognized standards. The thesis conducts a comprehensive analysis of juvenile
diversion, encompassing theoretical frameworks and international as well as local practices. It
delves into the essence of diversion agreements, the terms therein, and the measures employed in
the diversion process for minors. Practical examples illustrate the discretionary role of prosecutors

and their interaction with the judiciary.

Findings indicate that juvenile diversion significantly reduces reoffending and non-compliance
with diversion terms. Despite its developmental history spanning many years, the approach
remains imperfectly refined. The study concludes with recommendations aimed at advancing the

field of diversion, ensuring the achievement of its goals.
