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Abstract

Dozens and sometimes hundreds of lawsuits are registered by the court registry in first instance
courts every day. The Chancellery of the Court will transfer the said claim to the relevant judge,
who must decide on the issue of accepting the claim in the proceedings within five days after

submission.

Despite the fact that the civil procedure legislation of Georgia specifies in detail the mandatory
requisites that must be included in the content of the lawsuit, judges in most cases make a
decision to refuse to accept the lawsuit, since the lawsuit does not comply with the content

and/or formal requirements established by the Code of Civil Procedure.

The main purpose of this paper is to identify the violations committed during the filing of the
claim in the courts of the first instance, classify them in terms of essential and non-essential

violations and present the corresponding results.

Within the framework of the present study, the constitutional right of a person to apply to the
court to protect the violated right is discussed, the mistakes made during the filing of a lawsuit,
their differentiation and consequences are presented. Within the framework of the work, the
requirements of the national legislation, norms, changes in specific norms are reviewed, besides,
the decisions of national or international courts are proposed. The paper also includes statistics

on the number of registered and unsuccessful lawsuits.

In the work, the problem related to the above-mentioned issues, the ways and means of solving

them are formulated by the author.
