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Abstract

With the advancement of technology, the necessity for enhanced personal data protection
legislation has become increasingly critical. While the right to personal and family life is not
absolute, it remains one of the most fundamental and essential rights, enshrined in the
Constitution. Individuals have the right to shield their lives from unwarranted instrusion,
which includes the protection of their personal data. Consequently, the existence and
development of the Institute of the Personal Data Protection Officer are imperactive. The
appointment of a data protection officer is essential as they facilitate the legal management of
personal data within organizations and concurrently elevate the awareness of data proccessing

subjects regarding their rights related to personal data.

The aim of this paper is to demonstrate the neccessity and effectivenes of the Data Protection
Officer (DPO) institute as established by legal regulation. Furthermore, it aims to identify the
shortcomings in Georgian Legislation regarding the appointments, qualifications, and power
of the DPO. The goal is to ensure that the DPO institute does not merely serve bureacratic

purposes but functions effectively and substantively.

In the preparation of this paper, several research methods were employed, including the
doctrinal research method, the historical-legal method, the descriptive method, and the

comparative-legal method.

Research has demonstrated that the current legislation in Georgia pertaining to personal data
protection requires significant improvement, particularly due to the absence of specific

provisions concning the role of the Personal Data Protection Officer.

Moreover, the legislation grants oranizations considerable discretion in the appontment of a

DPO, raising concerns about the independence and efficacy of such officers.
