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Abstract

The main research goal of the paper is to study the role of international criminal tribunals
created after the Second World War in the expansion and formation of international
humanitarian law and criminal law as a result of international crimes committed by military
commanders. Historical and comparative legal methods are used to demonstrate the success
achieved by the tribunals. The paper chronologically examines the history of each tribunal
that preceded their creation before the main goal was achieved; Since many attempts to create
an International Criminal Court have failed. The research examines the basis and purpose of
each tribunal's creation, the methodology of their work by defining each international crime
in their founding documents. In this regard, the paper discusses the main terms and legal

norms established as a result of the study of various cases.

The main task of the study is to discuss the stages of establishment of the doctrine of individual
criminal responsibility. In addition, the aim of the study is to show how each international
crime was formulated in the founding documents of the tribunals. Criteria for determining

individual responsibility by the tribunals are studied.

Based on all of the above, the paper focuses on the importance of the existence of military and
ad hoc tribunals for international criminal law. At the end of the paper, the precedents and
innovations created by the tribunals will be summarized and their importance to the

development of international law.
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
