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Abstract

In this work, the problems of the integration of ethnic minorities are discussed, which
includes problematic issues related to education, language, culture/religion, employment and
equality, which are represented by the following criteria: the standards adopted by international
legislation related to the integration and rights of ethnic minorities, and the legislation of Georgia
based on the same standards is also discussed. and the state's approach to ethnic minorities, what
opportunities Georgia, as a state, gives to minorities living here and whether the rights stipulated

by the law are valid.

in addition, the approach of Georgia's neighboring state Azerbaijan, to ethnic minorities living
in Azerbaijan, is discussed here, finally creating an opportunity to compare these two An example
of the state, in terms of the integration of ethnic minorities, based on these examples, we got the
result, which was made possible by the comparative analysis of the legislation of the two states

and the interviews with the representatives of the minorities themselves.

The discussion of the legislation, their comparative analysis and the assumptions made on the
basis of the interviews, supported by international standards, comparing the legal approaches of
Azerbaijan and Georgia, are finally expressed by the results, conclusions and recommendations of

each listed example.
