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Abstract

The master's thesis discusses the possibility of admissibility of hearsay evidence and its use as

evidence in the verdict.

The analysis of the judgment provided by the common courts and the Supreme Court makes
the master's thesis interesting. Based on the analysis, it becomes clear that the issue of using

indirect testimony in the judgment without legislative amendmets is a matter of interpretation.

The master's thesis also discusses the legislation of the United States of America on the

admissibility of circumstantial evidence.

The main goal of this master's thesis is to present legal shortcomings. legal shortcomings exist
do to the fact that no amendments were made to the law and exceptional cases of indirect

testimony were not taken into account.

As a result of the master's research, it is confirmed that the existing record in the Criminal
Code on the admissibility of indirect testimony and its use in the verdict is not complete and

needs to be amended by the legislative body in the relevant article.

The master's thesis includes a recommendation to the legislative body to reflect the exceptional
cases of admissibility of circumstantial testimony in the law, in accordance with the decision
of the Constitutional Court and the standards established by the European Court of Human

Rights.
