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ABSTRACT

Enforcing competition law effectively is vital for enhancing the competitiveness of markets and
to enhance the well-being of consumers. The present work analyzes Georgian law on competition
and the existing challenges. In addition to discussing the formation and development of the
regulatory body. The paper will explore topics such as the efficiency of enforcement mechanisms,
the legal structure, global practices, authorities' competences, and implementation processes. The
aim of the paper is to investigate the enforcement mechanisms of the Georgian law on competition
and to discover the problems that prevent competitive dynamics in the market. It was important
for the research to use the descriptive method, according to which the current situation in the
competition law and the implemented changes are considered. Using the research methods of
historical development and teleological interpretation, the paper discusses the creation, purpose,
and development of this law. Based on comparative research, the paper discusses the main
challenges and offers recommendations. The research found that ambiguities in certain provisions
of the Competition Law create loopholes that hinder the Competition and Consumer Protection
Agency's effective enforcement efforts. By providing information on the strengths and
weaknesses of the legislation, the study helps to identify current challenges to competition policy,

attempts to address them in the future, and improves enforcement.
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
