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Abstract

Behavioral problems of students in the school environment are a universal problem that all
teachers have to face, regardless of their experience and specialization. Management of
undesirable behavior and encouragement of positive behavior is an important task not only
for special education teachers and individual assistants, but also for subject teachers and all

school personnel.

Socially unacceptable behavior significantly hinders the student's involvement in the
educational process, academic success and the formation of positive interpersonal
relationships. Problem behavior in most cases is harmful to others, as well as to the student

himself, and prevents the full development of academic or functional skills.

Detection and objective description of undesirable behavior requires long-term systematic
observation by a specialist. Such behavior can manifest itself in different ways, including
vocalization, destructive actions, aggression or emotional outbursts. It is important that such
behavior is not considered an integral part of the student's personality, especially in the case

of students with special educational needs.

An objective, impartial and non-interpretive description of behavior is a necessary prerequisite
for understanding the causes of behavior. In this process, the use of the ABC (Antecedent-
Behavior-Consequence) format is especially effective, allowing to analyze the prerequisites of

the behavior, the behavior itself and its consequences.

This practical study is focused on the objective description of complex behavior demonstrated
by a diverse repertoire of students with special needs, for which behavioral observation records
and the ABC format were used. The research showed how specialists involved in the field of



school education can work with a concrete case and scientifically based approach. This
approach is aimed at reducing, replacing and/or eliminating problematic behavior that will

contribute to academic and social integration of the student.
