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Abstract

This practice study examines using blended learning methods to increase student
engagement and interaction at Ilia State University's educational administration
program. The study's primary goal is to evaluate how the concept of mixed learning
positively impacts students' involvement in the learning process. Also, the barriers
to engagement will be determined, and the effectiveness of the blended learning
methods used within the program will be assessed. To evaluate this, one of the
courses of the education administration program of Ilia State University,
"Educational Law", was selected as part of the research.

The theoretical framework of this study is grounded in three key theories that have
previously informed our understanding of engagement and interaction. These
theories have not only provided us with a theoretical foundation but have also
guided the development and implementation of practical interventions. The
application of these theories in an academic setting has yielded practical models,
which have been instrumental in our diagnostic research and subsequent

interventions.

The interventions developed within the framework of this research were designed

to enhance student engagement through the use of blended learning methods. These



interventions were informed by the findings from the theoretical framework,
which involved an analysis of the factors influencing student interaction and
involvement in the lecture process. The interventions were implemented in the
classroom and on various online platforms, such as e-learning and Zoom, to ensure
a comprehensive approach.

After the interventions were implemented, they were evaluated to determine how
effectively they were implemented and how consistent they were with the research
objective. The evaluation aspect significantly increased the validity of the study. It
highlighted the pros and cons of the given interventions, which allowed the practice
to be further explored and improved with the help of the following research cycle.
This study, with theoretical material and practical observations, creates a combined
model of blended learning, which can be used in practice by academic supervisors
of different courses to increase the rate of interaction and involvement in the course
process. The study presents and evaluates the effectiveness of blended learning in
student engagement and interaction. The study provides essential recommendations
for the proper implementation of the methods. The results show that the combined
use of mixed learning-teaching methods positively affects students' motivation,

which accordingly increases their involvement in the learning process.
