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Abstract

This master's thesis presents a practice research report conducted at Marneuli #5 Public
School, focusing on student self-government to foster a democratic culture within the school
community. The research aimed to enhance young individuals’ participation in decision-

making processes and activate student self-governance, promoting democratic values.

Under the initiative of school administration, this study selected the student self-government
of Public School #5 of the city of Marneuli to implement interventions aimed at cultivating
democratic culture both within the school and beyond. A model was developed to guide
similar efforts in other educational institutions, aiming to increase student involvement in

decision-making processes and promote democratic principles.

Within the research framework, qualitative research methods were used at the diagnostic
stage. The focus groups conducted with students, teachers, and parents and the interviews
conducted with the administration provided the direction that the self-government of the
school needed development. This direction was self-government cooperation with
organizations outside the school and with other school governments. Based on the analysis

of the results of the diagnostic stage, we planned interventions.

A model was developed for the general educational institution, which will also help other
school students' self-government in the process of promoting the development of democratic
culture in the school. It will help to activate students and increase their involvement in the

decision-making process as well.

The interventions implemented were designed to improve the attitudes of school
administration and student self-government members toward the research objectives.

Through analysis and implementation of these interventions, final outcomes were outlined,
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accompanied by recommendations to aid the school and student self-government in

addressing existing challenges effectively.
