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Abstract

This master's thesis reports on an action research project conducted with second-grade students
in the village of Ninotsminda, Sagarejo Municipality. The study aimed to identify the learners’
sensory perception styles and develop strategies for presenting texts in Georgian Language and
Literature, using relevant methodologies and activities to enhance text comprehension according

to their sensory learning styles, ultimately making the learning process more effective.

To analyze the problem and evaluate the interventions, both quantitative and qualitative methods
and instruments were applied. During the diagnostic stage, we used observations, interviews with
teachers, questionnaires for parents and pupils, and pre-tests with the pupils. Each method
provided relevant information for planning the interventions. The interviews revealed how
learners find it easier to comprehend and interpret texts, and what activities and tasks they prefer.
The pre-test identified strategies that help learners understand the content of the text.
Accordingly, the interventions were planned by considering both the pupils’ interests and their

learning styles.

During the interventions, lesson plans were designed using a differentiated approach based on
sensory learning styles. After completing the interventions, the following methods were used to
evaluate the outcomes: analysis of the observation reports, evaluation rubrics, interviews with the
teacher, focus groups with the pupils, post-tests, and comparisons of the learners’ formative
assessment comments with the post-test results. This evaluation aimed to clarify the impact of

considering learners’ sensory styles on the development of their text comprehension skills.

The analysis of the intervention results revealed several key factors. Notably, the learners’ level
of understanding increased, enhanced by strategies for presenting new material based on their
sensory learning styles. Interviews with the teacher indicated that learners’ involvement,
motivation, and interest in learning had significantly increased. Therefore, considering learners’
sensory perception styles contributes to effective learning and it is highly recommended that this

factor be integrated into the teaching of all subjects.
