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Abstract

The development of inclusive education is one of the priorities of the Georgian Education
Science and Youth Agency. Inclusive education in Georgia is aimed at creating an equally
accessible and non-segregated environment for all students. Nevertheless, several issues related to
inclusive education remain a challenge in schools. The purpose of our research was to investigate
the practice of one specific school and to improve the current situation because of working and
cooperating with the school community.

Our client organization was Public School N177 of Tbilisi City. The latter has quite a large
and diverse experience of implementing inclusive education practices. Based on the peculiarities
of practice research, our goal was to improve the current situation of the school in the direction
of inclusive education, of course, together with the school community. It should also be noted
that our study is the third practice study in the above-mentioned school. Based on the results of
the paper and diagnostic research, we formulated both research questions and research questions.
The need to improve cooperation, support and accountability mechanisms at the grassroots-

secondary level was revealed.



In collaboration with the school, considering their ideas and the experience of the previous
two practice studies, we implemented two interventions and wrote the third intervention in the
form of a plan that the school will implement. Our interventions consist of parent training for
elementary-secondary students (to support parents), creating a comprehensive resource (to
strengthen cooperation and support), a series of workshops: dealing with the challenges of
students with different special needs through effective collaboration (to strengthen teacher
cooperation).

In the end, the conducted interventions were evaluated positively and also, the school

received some kind of recommendations.
