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Abstract

According to the research As a result of the observation on three students on the lesson, three
difficult behaviors were identified: walking without permission, aggression, kicking the feet,
which was due to the student's attempt to avoid the task and draw attention. Positive
reinforcement techniques used for the intervention: eye contact, praise, reinforcement,
reduced difficult behaviorsin the classroom. For the student who was aggressive towards his
classmates, in order to get attention, rules of behavior were developed, during the performance
of which he received tokens, which were then changed to the desired activity. Initially, his
behavior was observed 3 or 4 times during the course of the lesson, but by the end of the study,
it decreased, he displayed difficult behavior once or twice. The student, who was kicking his
feet to avoid the task, during the intervention period, the current behavior was replaced by a
positive behavior by raising his hand.Initially, if he showed challenging behavior 3 or 4 times,
during the intervention period it decreased to 2 times. Rules were developed for the student
who stood up and walked, instead of standing up without permission, he would raise his hand
and approach his classmate. If he followed the rule, he would receive a positive reinforcer

(school supplies).



The master's thesis confirms that the use of reinforcement to replace
difficult behavior with positive behavior in the classroom has a positive effect.
