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Abstract

The thesis contains stages of problem identification, diagnostics, interventions, and their
evaluation that equally benefit professional orientation and career planning, its sustainability,
and maintenance at school. There was a process planned that would have sustainable results
and not only for improved decision-making of the current year’s elementary-middle level
pupils but also would be carried out for future generations as well. Therefore, to support
professional orientation, the research aim was shifted to improving the engagement of the
school community.

For initial identification of the problem, interviews were carried out with the school principal
and his deputy. Based on the stated interview research a problem was expressed that was
confirmed with other characterized diagnostic research in the later research stage.

Based on the diagnostic research, specific target pupil groups (Grade 9, 10, 11) and also teacher
groups were determined.

After problem diagnostics, each frame was chosen based on which problem-solving would be
possible. Such is the theory of Peter Senge — “Five Disciplines: About Art and Practice of an
Educational Institution.” It offers us 5 major principles of functioning considering which
would benefit our research organization matters.

Considering the theoretical frame some interventions were initiated that will support the
professional orientation process at school, making it cyclic and sustainable. These
interventions are forming groups working on matters for planning professional orientation
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and career planning, competition regarding professional orientation, teachers’ training for
selecting activities in the direction of professional orientation and integration to curriculum,
forming internal/external communication ways or strengthening, creation of FB page for
professional orientation and career planning, meetings and experience-sharing with pupils,
meeting of academic departments, implementing activities of professional orientation and
career planning to curriculum and school study plan, self-awareness activities, and creation of
common base. Detailed information regarding the intervention is given in the substituent
chapter of the master thesis.

Evaluation of the carried-out interventions showed that school community engagement
increased in the professional orientation process, awareness was raised, proper communication
channels were opened, and teachers and pupils received initial information regarding
professional orientation and career planning. For the provision of of sustainability and cyclic
process, professional orientation matters were implemented in the school plan, self-awareness
professional orientation activity basis was created. Competition for pupil encouragement that
included interviews with representatives of interesting professions and preparation of a piece
of work according to advanced determined criteria brought results since more pupils expressed
a wish to participate in such competition.

Changes aimed for the current academic year were successfully carried out which is confirmed
with the evaluation of intervention results. Documents and renewable activities provided by
us should provide long-term sustainability and effectivity of the results. Evaluation of these

interventions would be possible in upcoming years as well.
