Abstract

The teachers of two subjects participated in the study on engagement of students with special

educational needs in the learning process.

The practice research revealed that students need effective learning strategies in order to engage
in the learning process, while teachers need to strengthen in this regard. During the intervention
the teacher used the teaching strategies provided by researchers via training and adapted for the
individual needs. Strategies such as - increasing time on task, visual materials, simplifying

instruction, playing and positive feedback.

Researchers gave daily feedback to the teacher during the intervention. As a result of the
implementation of these strategies, the student's engagement increased. The task performance
indicator was 1 during the observation process and increased to 4 during the intervention. The

student performed the given tasks, did not object, and was involved in the relevant class activities.

In the post-intervention period, the teacher reduced the use of existing strategies, which caused

a decrease in the student's engagement in the learning process.

The paper confirms that effective teaching strategies used by the teacher increases student
academic engagement, when the teacher provides appropriate feedback to the student, simplifies

instructions and provides visual materials.
