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Abstract

This paper presents a historical and iconographic analysis of sacerdotal garments of late
medieval Georgia. The paper examines the typology of medieval episcopal vestments and their
symbolic significance.

The paper reviews several embroidered samples of clergy vestments that have survived to
this day and investigates how the attire of clergy is visualized in the monuments of late medieval
Georgian visual art. Through the examination of ecclesiastical art works, we gain an
understanding of Georgia's material culture, the decor of clergy vestments, their types, and the
ornaments present on them. Research in this direction, highlighting the issue in such a manner,
1s rare.

The conducted research will contribute to the history of late medieval Georgian art. The
paper contains multifaceted information, and the research results are presented along with
illustrations. The material is interesting from both an artistic and theological perspective. In the
concluding part, the connection between contemporary liturgical vestments and monumental

painting is clearly visible, both from a thematic and iconographic standpoint.
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
