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Abstract

The present paper aims at the literary analysis and comparison of identity
constructions based on memory in the work of the Georgian writer, Zaira Arsenishvili, and
the Romanian author, Herta Muller. Authors representing two different cultures are
connected by historical environment, namely life under communist rule and totalitarian
regime. The texts of the authors, which are based on real stories and personal experiences,
revive the collective-historical reality in front of the readers by reviving personal
memories.

Based on the comparative analysis, individual, national, epochal and transcultural
features were identified. The research also examines how research texts perform various
media functions of collective memory and how memory-based identity constructions are

formed in contemporary literature.
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
