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Abstract

The present master's thesis will concern the discourses of the Georgian ruling political elite,
related to Europeanization. In the historical context of the topic, Europeanization in the case
of Georgia becomes pressing issue after its separation from the Soviet Union. Since then, a
number of important processes related to European integration have been carried out. The
purpose of the research is a critical analysis of the ruling political elite's discourse on European

integration.

Critical discourse analysis (CDA) is a pressing issue topic in social sciences. Through the
literature and theories presented in the paper, it became possible to conceptualize the topic.
For example: Toin van Dyck, Antonio Gramsci, Michel Foucault, Vilfredo Pareto, etc. The
present reserch has been conducted using qualitative research methods, in particular Toin

van Dyck's critical discourse analysis.

The results of the present study have shown that the contents of the Europeanization discourse
of the ruling political elite are variable and this variability comes from the change in the
context of the processes related to European integration. The content of discourse is changed
by using techniques of ideology and manipulation, national self-glorification, polarization and

positive self-representation.
