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Abstract

Svaneti is one of the oldest regions of Georgia, where a large range of effective rituals has been
preserved, which are passed down from generation to generation.The study includes the
description and study of the characteristics of one of the holiday rituals in terms of ethnographic
research and content analysis.

Svan bell is a local ritual performed at the death of a person.Considering its musical and ritual
characteristics, it is established that it is archaic in its content. However, the current type of ritual
is closely related to Orthodox ritual teachings.The reason for this may be their concordance of
thought, about the soul of the deceased and musical dramaturgical meaning.

During the research, some interesting details were highlighted:

*The Svan bell is an archaic ritual that shares the Orthodox liturgical spectrum and values.

“Zar” is the highest means of showing respect to the deceased in the region, which emphasizes
the importance of the life of the deceased.

*‘The Svan call does not have gender imbalance, it is sung to both the deceased woman and the
man.Although women know how to make a Svan call, they do not participate in the ritual process.
‘In Svaneti, depending on the regions and topic, several types of calls are distinguished, the
difference between which is mainly related to the melodic spectrum.

The description of the ritual characteristics of the Svan bell allows to emphasize the general
ontology of the Svan people, the value-value aspect.This is the most important factor for
ethnogradic management, because it is the description of the peculiarities of local rituals that
highlights multifaceted information about society.Their scientific research is important from

different perspectives for the analysis of diversity and diversity of society.
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
