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Abstract

After the 1860’s a new generation had emerged in Georgia, whose political form was liberal, and
content nationalist. This generation is known as Tergdaleulebi and their name is associated with

the emergence of the intelligentsia in Georgia, the support of nationalism and secularism.

Between 1855 and 1881 Emperor Alexander II tried to liberalize and reform, transform and
modernize the Russian Empire. The reforms left their indelible mark on Georgia which was

annexed by the Rurssian Empire and became an unwitting supporter of Georgian nationalism.

The main purpose for the master's research is to show the relationship between nationalism,
intelligentsia and infrastructures between 1855 and 1881 and to determine its influence on the
form and discourse of Georgian nationalism. The paper explores the cause-and-effect relationship
between the intelligentsia, the history of the military, media, economic and cultural-educational
infrastructures, the reasons for their creation, motives and importance in the process of national

mobilization.
