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Abstract

Events taking place in Georgia over the past 2 years have made the study of protest
movement and the government’s response to them highly relevant. Comprehending the
dynamics of protest and repression is crucial to understand when the government retreats
and when it becomes aggressive. Analyzing these factors will enable us to predict the
direction of future developments of protests. This research paper examines the logic of
protest and the government’s response to those movements. The main focus is on Georgia
and the paper is based on the studies of protests in this country. As part of the research, I
conducted many interviews with the people who were participating in those protests
directly. Within the framework of this paper, the process of protest is viewed not only
through the eye of a researcher and observer but also through the eyes of a direct

participants.
