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Abstract

One of the most important issues of the internal politics of Georgia in the X - XII centuries is
the relationship between the monarch and the feudal lords. In this period of the Middle Ages, the
fight to strengthen the central government is actively going on in Georgia. Apart from external
enemies, Georgian monarchs have to actively fight against the enemies within the country,

feudal lords, large and small nobility.

The aim of the presented master's thesis is to analyze X - XII The issues of the fight between

the Georgian monarch and the opposing groups of the central government over the centuries,



what are the main factors that lead to this fight, how the monarch conducts politics to stop the

opposing side.

In this background of the class fight, which is caused by the fight for the territory of the land,
to limit the power of the monarch, to gain an advantage, it is of the utmost importance to
analyze the legal life of the country, how the monarch implements legal policy in the country

and in what ways he punishes the opposing class or directly to a specific person.

The legal life of the Byzantine Empire of the neighboring country of Georgia in the Middle
Ages and the influences that the Georgian monarchs experienced during the implementation

of "light" punishments are analyzed.

The research, which is mainly based on Georgian historiography (parallels are also described
from Armenian historiography) and documentary sources, sigel-gujres, is carried out using the

historical-source science method.

The study analyzed the reasons for the policies of the Georgian monarchs against the feudal
lords in a certain period, it was determined why and in what ways the monarch fights against
the opposing party. The forms of secular and public punishments issued by the government at

that time were specified.

The work is intended for people interested in the history of Georgia, especially for researchers
of feudal Georgia in the period of the X - XII centuries. For researchers of the Middle Ages

and for those interested in the history of Georgian law.
