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Abstract

A significant problem in developed parliamentary states is a democratic deficit. as a way to
eliminate it, political scientists consider the increase in the level of use of various mechanisms
of civil engagement. Moreover, in developing democracies like Georgia, it is important to
develop non-traditional ways of citizen participation in the legislative process along with
governmental control, in order to balance the inherent dangers of democratic institutions in

the initial stage.

The aim of this research is is to study the use of the parliamentary mechanisms and their
effectiveness in the IX Convocation Parliament of Georgia and assess the extent of citizen

involvement mechanisms within the Parliament of Georgia.

The study is based on public information requested from the Parliament and databases
collected by the Institute for the Development of Freedom of Information (IDFI), within the

framework of the Open Government Partnership (OGP).

The study results demonstrate a limited utilization of parliamentary engagement mechanisms

by citizens, necessitating targeted reforms to encourage greater participation.

The research results will enable civil servants to enhance parliamentary engagement

mechanisms, tailoring them more effectively to individual citizens' needs.
