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Abstract

Community social work in Georgia is at the initial stage of development and is applied only in 5

municipalities, namely:

Vani; Dusheti; Zestafoni; Terjola; Zugdidi. The main objective of this paper is to study the working

practices and existing challenges of community social workers.

Four social workers employed in the mentioned municipalities and two experts in the field
participated in the research. The research involved in-depth interviews and a documentary

analysis.

This paper reviews the report of the research conducted by the Association of Social Workers of
Georgia, which refers to the development of social work in the municipalities of Georgia and is a
continuation of the results of the research mentioned above. In addition, the paper reviews the
ways of working with the community and the stages of its development, the existing legal

framework, and the views of experts in the field on the mentioned issue.

The results of the study indicate that in 5 municipalities of Georgia, the working practices of

community social workers differ depending on the municipality.
