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Abstract

This paper introduces a new approach to intertextuality and examines the phenomenon under
discussion from cognitive linguistic perspective. Unlike traditional theories this new approach
focuses on readers and their background knowledge in the process of text-interpretation. The
approach investigates various mechanisms through which the reader constructs intertextual
connections. The research aims to critically generalize the existing theories around
intertextuality, compare them with new theories seen from the perspective of cognitive
linguistics and relying on them identifies intertextual connections and their effects in the
process of text-interpretation. On the basis of a literary example - “Mammon and the Archer” by

O. Henry, three types of intertextual frames (semantic, topical, stylistic) are analyzed.
