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Abstract

The aim of the thesis is to clarify the social work interventions that are effective in reducing school
absenteeism among students. Within the framework of the work, qualitative research was
conducted, in-depth interviews were used with 20 school social workers, 10 of them are Thbilisi
social workers, and 10 are working in the region. The research revealed the main reasons why
students often miss school, and social workers talked about specific interventions they use to
reduce student absenteeism and the effectiveness of these interventions. The study also showed
that social workers generally have similar practices regarding student truancy, and both Tbilisi
and regional social workers apply similar interventions to reduce student truancy. It was also
revealed that they have a similar experience with regard to efficiency. Research has shown that
working unilaterally on the part of the social worker and using the interventions they prescribe

has little effect if the school and family are not supportive.
