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Abstract

The master's thesis isan attempt to study the concept of Europe, the reflection of the European

space in Georgian prose from the 18th century to the 21st century.

The thesis aims to outline in a diachronic way how the European space is represented in the

selected analysis texts.

Georgian prose texts of different eras and literary currents (travel genre, realism, modernism,
postmodernism) have been selected for research. The material was processed by the method
of data identification, classification, and comparison, whereas the theory of space, the theory
of alternative worlds, and the narrative category of description are used as the theoretical

framework.

Based on the study of the texts, it was established that the perception of Europe is different in
each era. With Sulkhan-Saba, Europe is presented in an idealized way, it is also a model space
in the literature of the 19th century, although the characters in the texts of this era are not
physically present in Europe. In the prose of the 20th and 21st centuries, we can also find
criticism of the European space, because it is difficult for Georgian characters to adapt to the
said space. Most people feel uncomfortable. In some cases, this is due to financial problems,

not knowing the language, being traumatized, and feelings of nostalgia.
