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Abstract

This master thesis studied Mythological archetypes in modern fantasy (in Circe by Madeline

Miller and Aias Road by Nato Davitashvili).

The research revealed ways of using Greek and Georgian myth, within the archetypal criticism
of Northroff Fry. The paper also analyzed the texts according to the canons of the fantasy

genre.

Parallelly, by using feminist mythology critics, we studied the ways of transformation of

archetypes and mythic stories and goals of revisionist mythmaking .

The examination of the texts disclosed that in spite of using different myths, in some cases, the
results are similar and both authors aimed to give new life to female mythical characters, that

were influenced by the patriarchal culture.
