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Abstract
purpose of the research: adaptation/validation of the Vanderbilt Responses to Your Child's
Speech (VRYCS) rating scale for the Georgian population.

Research question: The first research question: Is Vanderbilt Responses to Your Child's
Speech (VRYCS) rating scale valid in Georgian? The second research question : Is there a
statistical difference between the responses of parents of children with typical development

and parents whos children has stuttering in Georgian population?

Method: quasi-experimental research. Participants were divided into two groups:
experimental and control. The experimental group included: parents of children with
stuttering and possible stuttering, the control group: parents of children with typical
development. Both groups filled out the 18-item Vanderbilt Responses to Your Child's
Speech (VRYCS) rating scale translated into Georgian. Parents selected in both groups agreed
to participate in the study. The questionnaire was created in both a printed and an online

version.

Results: Vanderbilt Responses to Your Child's Speech (VRYCS) rating scale is statistically
valid and reliable (Krombach's alpha=0.81) for Georgian population. As for the difference
between the answers of the parents, we get a statistically significant difference with ONE
WAY ANOVA. The parents of children who stutter responded on statements such as: "I was
tense when my child spoke, I finished the words, the sentence, instead of him, I asked the
child to think before saying something, I asked the child to slow down his speech, the child's
speech made me nervous answers were 2-sometimes 3-often. When parents of typical

development children answered 0-never and 1-rarely.

Conclusion: the adaptation/validation of this questionnaire was successfully carried out on
the Georgian population, and the questionnaire can be used both for language and speech
therapists and for parents of stuttering children as a self-report questionnaire in the

intervention process.
