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Abstract

The aim of this diploma thesis is to reveal the challenges and needs of surrogate mothers,
considering that surrogacy is still a taboo and stigmatized issue. It is necessary to identify the
reasons causing this. A qualitative study was conducted within the framework of the thesis, with
in-depth interviews carried out with 15 surrogate mothers who underwent this procedure in the

territory of Georgia.

The research identified the main issues that are problematic for surrogate mothers. The in-depth
interviews also showed the reasons that provoke these challenges. Additionally, the research
highlighted the role that the lack of societal awareness plays in the lives of surrogate mothers.
The thesis discusses surrogacy both in Georgia and includes experiences from foreign countries
in this direction. At the end of the thesis, key recommendations are provided to more effectively

address the needs of surrogate mothers.
