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abstract

The present paper deals with the part of recent history in which Georgia changed its status many
times. In particular, the country was transformed in just 5 years from a Russian colony to the
Transcaucasian Federation, from a federation to the Democratic Republic of Georgia, and then as
a result of the occupation of the Red Army, it found itself in 70 years of totalitarianism. The
freedom gained by the democratic Georgia of 1918-1921 was recorded first in the Act of
Independence of May 26, 1918, and then in the Constitution of 1921. The newly adopted
constitution was quite progressive for that time, however, the Soviet occupation replaced all this
progress with a totalitarian regime and new constitutions. The work examines the constitution as
a historical source and, using the method of comparative analysis, tries to analyze and compare
two different realities in 20th century Georgia and show their importance in the process of
formation of Georgian historical memory. On the one hand, this is the period of democratic
Georgia, and on the other hand, the Soviet period. By discussing the constitutions, it is interesting
to explain what post-Soviet Georgia was based on.
