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Abstract

Archaeological education in secondary schools plays an important role in students'
awareness and understanding of cultural heritage. In addition, it contributes to the
assimilation of critical thinking skills. Thus, the teaching of archeology in secondary schools
is a very important issue. Therefore, we devoted our master's thesis to the study of
archeology teaching in Georgian schools. The current state of archeology teaching in schools
and recommendations are developed based on the findings.

A considerable amount of literature has been devoted to the teaching of archeology in
secondary schools abroad. From this point of view, this issue has not been studied much in
Georgia. Thus, the relevance of our work is caused by this problem.

Various research methods were used within the framework of the master's thesis,
including surveys and interviews with teachers, who provided data on current practices,
challenges and opportunities. The use of these research methods allowed us to get new
conclusions related to this issue, which in many cases we have presented in the form of
diagrams.

The conclusions drawn from the results of the research indicate the need to develop a
curriculum that will give teachers the opportunity to include more archaeological content in
the educational planning process, and in turn, using innovative teaching methods, students
will be given the opportunity to be more involved in practical activities. The research
findings highlight the importance of integrating archeology with other subjects and the need
to provide appropriate training and support for teachers.

Within the framework of the study, various strategies for improving archaeological
education in Georgian secondary schools are reviewed, including the need to revise the
curriculum, provide teacher training programs, regulate the issues of interdisciplinary
approaches and community involvement initiatives. In teaching archaeology, there is an
emphasis on promoting cultural sensitivity and inclusivity, as well as the use of technology
and fieldwork opportunities to enhance the learning experience.

The results of the study show that it is important to provide a holistic approach to
teaching archeology in Georgian secondary schools, curriculum gaps, teacher training needs

and community involvement. By implementing the suggested strategies, schools can better
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equip students with the knowledge and skills that will enable them to appreciate, preserve,
and properly convey their cultural heritage.
Due to this, various agencies in Georgia often do not take proper responsibility for the

protection of cultural (and including archaeological) heritage.
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
