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Abstract

This paper examines the issue of corporate intervention in the economy and politics of Chile,
South Africa and Singapore through a case-by-case review and analysis. The aim of the paper
is to understand the strategies and outcomes of corporate engagement in these three different

socio-political environments.

In Chile, the focus is on the actions of multinational corporations in nationalization processes
under the Pinochet regime. The case study highlights how corporations such as ITT exerted
significant influence on economic policy, eventually even leading to a change in the existing
political regime. The analysis reveals positives such as economic modernization and increased
foreign investment, as well as negative outcomes, including social inequality and political

repression.

A South African case study examines the role of corporations during and after the apartheid
era. As a result of the actions of one of the large corporations, Anglo American, the economy
of the state moved to a neoliberal model. In the post-apartheid era, these corporations adapted
to the new political reality, focusing on corporate social responsibility (CSR) and protecting

the rights of people of color.

In the case of Singapore, the paper explores the symbiotic relationship between the state and
corporations, particularly the role of state-owned enterprises (SOEs) and government-linked
companies (GLCs) such as Temasek Holdings and Singapore Airlines. This case study shows
how the government's role, along with strategic corporate management, has led to the
country's rapid economic growth and development. The analysis focuses on the effectiveness
of state-corporate partnerships in promoting innovation, economic stability and global

competitiveness.

Overall, the present work provides a comparative analysis of the intervention of corporations
in different political contexts, which sheds light on the issue of the complexity of the influence

of large corporations on different structures of the state. The obtained results help us to



understand the interaction of large corporations and state policies, which in many cases lead

to fundamental changes.
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
