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Abstract

The following paper examines the response of the European Union to the Russian information
warfare and the policy implemented in Eastern Europe, which is aimed at supporting partner
countries in the fight against propaganda and disinformation. The research is a case study on the
example of Georgia and, using qualitative methods, it analyzes, on the one hand, the measures
taken by the European Union against the Russian information warfare, and on the other hand, it
examines how Georgia uses the assistance and experience acquired from the European Union to
respond to hybrid threats. The purpose of the study is to answer the questions of how Russian
propaganda works in Georgia, what mechanisms the European Union uses to help Georgia define
its security policy, and why Georgian state agencies become vulnerable to Russian information

warfare.

The findings of the study determined that despite the help of the European Union and other
Western partners, Georgia does not respond effectively to the Russian information warfare, which

is due to the lack of political will and the use of state resources for internal propaganda.
