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Abstract

Prejudice against sexual minorities is an important issue. Based on existing research and literature,
it is possible to say that there is a correlation between religiosity and prejudice. Within the
framework of the present study, using the post-critical belief scale, it was determined which
dimensions of religiosity (orthodoxy, external critique, relativism, second naivete) are predictors
of negative attitudes towards sexual minority groups, namely gays and lesbians. In addition, it was
determined whether the sexual minority group (gays and lesbians) determines the strength of
prejudice, both at the emotional and behavioral levels. Based on the processing of data obtained
from 110 people participating in the study, it was found that only relativism is a negative predictor
of emotional prejudice towards lesbians from the dimensions of religiosity. However, other
variables, frequency of religious ritual attendance and age, were found to be positive predictors of
prejudice against gays and lesbians. Also, the study showed significant correlations between
dimensions of religiosity, frequency of religious ritual attendance, religious self-perception, and
emotional and behavioral attitudes toward gays and lesbians. In addition, within the framework
of the research, it was established that there is no statistically significant difference between the
existing prejudices against gays and lesbians, and the attitude towards them is approximately the

same.
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
